• Understanding of and experience with technology as a learning tool, both 

within and outside the classroom 

  

✓ Beginning pay rate for adjunct faculty is $632.95 / contact hour.   

✓ Part-time faculty may take one class per semester tuition free (must be used in the 

semester in which they teach or the semester immediately following) 

✓ Part-time faculty will be reimbursed for commuting expenses at the current rate per 

mile not to include the first 30 miles of each round trip.
